But like the $55 billion US
diet industry. The Biggest Loser places the bulk of its emphasis on
shedding kilograms rather than maintaining the loss. After all, a show called
The Biggest Maintainer wouldn’t have nearly the same success. Contestants
learn how to make healthy choices. but total immersion exercise accounts for
most of the weight loss.
